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What has the School Council achieved this year?
· Helped to make us all feel safer by suggesting improvements to the arrangements for leaving the building at the end of the day and asking parents to wait in the playground rather than in corridors and cloakrooms.
· Suggested improvements to the lunchtime arrangements enabling us to sit with our friends.

· Helped to improve school lunches by discussing the menus and sharing our ideas with catering staff.

· Within our classes we have planned, publicised and run our own charity events, raising £80 for the orphanage in Zimbabwe.

· Annabelle and Michael attended the Pupil Voice event and talked about the experience in assembly.

· We organised our first ‘Eco-day’ to try to reduce the energy we use in school.

· We carried out an audit as part of our work towards the Silver Eco-Award and as an immediate result chose new litter bins for the school.  This has helped to reduce the amount of litter in the school grounds.
· We have all contributed to the School Development Plan, considering ways in which we can improve learning within our school, improve our environment and develop our role within the community.  Many of our suggestions have been incorporated within the new plan and many new clubs will be running in September as a result of our suggestions.

· As a council we met with our PCSO and our local councillor to discuss concerns raised, by pupils, about issues outside of school.
· We have selected a variety of new toys and games for the playground, using the vouchers from Sainsburys.
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What could we do next year to improve our School Council?
· Conduct further research into how we could reduce our energy consumption in school.
· Invite more visitors to speak at council meetings.
· Visit other schools to meet with their councils.
· Consider changing the council members termly rather than yearly.
· Ensure that council members have a designated time each week to discuss issues with their class and bring the notes to the meetings.
