Health and Family Support
The school nurse, Cathy Green, is going to be at school on Friday November 4th between 8.45 – 9.30am for a drop in session in the Children’s Centre room. If you have any concerns or queries about your child’s health, sleeping, bed wetting etc. please come and chat to her informally.  Then between 10.00 -11.00 am Nadine Swingler, a family support worker from Surrey’s Children’s Services, will also hold a drop in and she is there to help you if you have any concerns around the family, e.g. housing, finance, domestic abuse etc. Both Cathy and Nadine will be making regular visits to offer you support in any way they can, I hope you find these drop in sessions useful.
Packed lunches and snacks

Children in yrs N-2 are given fruit as a snack mid-morning. This is not funded for KS2 so children are allowed to bring in their own fruit to keep them going until lunchtime. This is the only sort of snack permitted so please do not send your child in with chocolate , biscuits or crisps for playtime as they will not be allowed to have it.  I would like to remind you about our policy on healthy packed lunches in line with government guidance. We ask that your child’s lunch box does not contain biscuits, chocolate or sweets. They can have cakes such as currant buns, carrot cake, banana loaf, fruit cake, small pancakes. We want children to have a healthy balance so try to ensure there is a sandwich or wrap, some fruit/vegetables, perhaps a yoghurt and a healthy cake. Children can drink pure fruit juice, water or a yoghurt drink. Be aware of concentrated juice drinks as some have high sugar content.  Following discussions with School Council last year, it was decided that children can have a treat in their lunch box on a Friday (but no sweets please).
